Heart is
helped
by time
change

NEW YORK — Turning your
clock back on Sunday might be
good for your heart,

Swedish researchers looked at
20 vears of records and discovered
that the number of heart attacks
dipped on the Monday after clocks
were sel back an hour, possibly
because people got an extra hour
of sleep.

Moving clocks forward in the
spring appeared to have the oppo-
site offect. There were more heart
attacks during'the week after the
start of daylight-saving time, par
ticularly on the first three days of
the week.

“Sleep - through a variety
of mechanisms - affects our
cardiovascular health.” said Dr,
Lori Mosea, the director of pre-
ventive cardiology at New York-
Presbyterian Hospital, who was
not involved in the research. The
findings show that “sleep not only
impacts how we feel but it may
also affect whether we develop
heart disease or not.”

The study was'described in a
letter published in today'’s New
England Jouwrnal of Medicine by Dr.
Imre Janszky, of the Karolinska
Institute, and Dr. Rickard Ljung,
of Sweden’s National Board of
Health and Welfare.

Dr. Janszky said he came up
with the idea for the study after
last spring’s time change, when he
was having problems adjusting.

“Twas on the bus, quite sleepy,
and [ thought of this," said Dr.
Janszky, who has done other re-
search on sleep and health.

They took advantage of Swe-
den’s registry of heart attacks to
see whether the disruptions to
sleep and the body's internal clock
caused by a time change had any
effect on heart attacks from 1987
to 2006. They compared the num-
ber of heart attacks on each of the
seven days after the time shift with
the corresponding day two weeks
earlier and two weeks later.

In the week afller “spring
forward,” there was a 5 percent
inerease in heart attacks, In the
week after “fall back.” the num-
ber of heart attacks was about the
same, except on Monday, which
had a b percent decrease.

Early voters pack polls

County officials applaud
record-breaking numbers

Waiting in line two hours to vote did not faze Lueretia
Miller, who cast her first ballot 80 vears ago.

But Wednesday was the first time the 78-year-old
grandmaother decided to vote before Election Day,

“I'm willing to wait until 6 o’clock,” said Ms. Miller,
who voted midday at the Henry H. Brigham Community
Center on Golden Camp Road . 1 was just so excited Lo
go ahead and vote. I wouldn't miss this for nothing. I'm
looking forward to making history.”

She hasn't been alone. Advance voting continued its
record-breaking pace in Richmond and Columbia coun-
ties, elections officials said.

In Richmond County, 9,624 residents voted Monday,
Tuesday and Wednesday of advanced voting week. Since
early voting began Sept. 22. almost 25,000 Richmond
County voters have cast ballots,

“We've never broken the 1,000-voters-in-one-day bar
rier at one site during advanced voting week,” said Lynn
Bailey, the executive director of the Richmond County
Board of Elections. “We're not surprised. but it's con-
firmed what we thought.”

The response was overwhelming at the Brigham center
earlier this week, poll manager Betty Griffin said.

“We voted the last person at 9:15 p.m. Monday,” Ms.
Griffin said. “We've had an average waiting time as long as
three hours, but the people haven't complained.”

In Columbia County. 4,380 voters cast ballots Monday
and Tuesday, and 17,635 have voted early overall.

South Carolina does not have advanced voting, but
Aiken County election officials say they have seen an in-
crease in the number of absentee ballots compared with
the 2004 general election.

“It's definitely heavier,” said Stuart Bedenbaugh, the
director of Aiken County Registration and Elections. “We
voled about 12 500 so far, which is about a 50 percent in-
crease.”

Interest

rate cut
by Fed

WASHINGTON — The Federal Reserve has
slashed a key interest rate by half a percentage point
as it seeks to revive an economy hit by a long list of
maladies stemming from the most severe financial
crisis in decades,

The central bank on Wednesday reduced its
target for the federal funds rate, the interest banks
charge on overnight loans, to 1 percent, a low last
seen in 2003-2004. The funds rate has not been
lower since 1958, when Dwight Eisenhower was
president.

The cut marked the second half-point reduction
in the funds rate this month. The Fed slashed the
rate by that amount in a coordinated move with
foreign central banks on Oct. 8.

In a brief statement explaining Wednesday's
action, the Fed said that the “intensification of fi
nancial market turmoil is likely to exert additional
restraint on spending, partly by further reducing
the ability of households and business to oblain

The move was confirmed by Col. Gary Powell, of
the Richmond County Sheriff’s Office.

“There will be no patron access off Washington
Road. Zero,” Col. Powell said Wednesday,

“Their plan is to have everyone come in off
Berckmans Road,” said Col. Powell, referring to
Augusta National. *They make the changes and we
carry it oul.”
